Printed and handwritten public document (order of payment) issued by the Real Casa de la Moneda de 

Lima, consisting of a folio of cloth versed paper, craft size, with stamp printed on the rear (back), presents 

inscription: "quarto seal, a quartillo, years thousand seven hundred and sixty four, and sixty-five", contents, 

topical and chronological data, as well as endorsement or approval. It is a payment order signed in the 

eighteenth century, in Lima, on 28 January 1765. Original document (no copy or testimony), without 

foliation, issued by Andrés de Morales y de los Ríos, superintendent of the Real Casa de la Moneda, to 

Lord Count of San Juan de Lurigancho, treasurer, ordering to pay the amount of thirty-six pesos, two and 

a half reales, for the purchase of forty-one marks, seven ounces, two and a half octaves of silver. It has a 

poor state of conservation, with stains of humidity and the formation of fungi (purple coloration); likewise, 

the ink used in the handwritten part is tenuous; the document has irregular edges. It is part of a larger set 

or accounting documentary unit of la Casa de la Moneda.
